books up to 40 lbs.
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GLASS BOTTLES & JARS
ALUMINUM & METAL

* aerosol cans (empty)
® cans & pans
* scrap pieces up to 20 Ibs.

* tubs & trays

e plastic bags - Protect the environment by avoiding single-use bags.
Reuse them when possible. When recycling multiple bags, stuff one
bag full of the others; tie off the full bag before placing in the recycling.
